The arch was
built around 12th century during the rule of the
Kakatiya dynasty.

Bhadrakali Temple

Bhadrakali Temple is one of the oldest temples
for Goddess Bhadrakali, situated on a hilltop
between the two cities of Hanamkonda and
Warangal, Telangana, India. [1] The temple is
believed to be built in 625 CE by the King
Pulokeshin I of Chalukya dynasty to
commemorate his victory over Vengi region of
Andhra Desham, as per the writings on the
temple wall
